APCM UPDATE 

At this year's Vision Sunday, we considered what it will mean for us 
to be a church that grows in dependence upon God, living out the 
apostles' focus on "prayer and ministry of the word” (Acts 6:4). 

In the afternoon, we appointed Keith Knapton and Rob Johnson to 
serve their second year as wardens. Also, Penny Edge, Lorna 
Norcross, Julie Rowlandson and Tom Rowe were elected to the PCC 
to serve until 2027. 

During the afternoon we were delighted to announce the part-time 
employment of Poppy Norcross as Children's and Families worker. 
This is a training post that will begin in mid-June, initially for 3.5 
days a week. 

We also heard about some provisions the St Simon's PCC have 
requested in light of the current debates about marriage and 
sexuality in the Church of England. Alternative spiritual oversight 
and use of the Ephesian Fund has been requested through the 
Church of England Evangelical Council. More details of what these 
are can be found at:  www.ceec.info or, alternatively, speak to 
Andy or one of the Wardens.
